The Prayer Path, with Prayer Points
focusing on Jesus, is located behind our
facility, and provides a scenic nature
trail to walk. The message of the path is
based on John 14:6— “Jesus is the Way,
the Truth, and the Life.”

The path weaves for three-quarters of a
mile through hilly Texas landscape. The
purpose for this path is to create a
prayerful environment surrounded by
God’s glory to “Be still and know that
He is God.” Psalm 46:10. The Prayer
Path is a place to take a break from the
busyness of life.

The Path was completed in the summer
of 2014. We are grateful for the hard
work of numerous volunteers,
including church groups, Eagle Scouts,
and county trustees working with Jason
Shepherd.
